coral and coral sand this happens due to the prevailing currents and many
other factors which are complex and difficult to understand. But it is a real
fact of life for Maldivians and they take this in their strides as they do many
other such realities of life. Throughout the long history of Maldives this was
accepted and it is proved from the ancient terminology used in old land grants
and other such documents available to us. In this process islands are joined
and separated, sometimes forming larger islands and sometimes making

several smaller islands. No full record of these have been kept.
