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lndividuals must learn to cooperate with those who are neither their kin nor
their friends . The school is a place where these skills can be learned. As
such, it is society in miniature , a model of the social system. ln school, the
child must interact with other members of the school community in terms of a
fixed set of rules . This experience prepares him for interacting with members
of society as a whole in terms of society's rules. Hence school rules should be
strictly enforced and offenders should be given due punishment. The
punishment should reflect the seriousness of the damage done to the social
group and it should be clear to them why they were being punished .
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
