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"Drugs coupled with bad company is the worst danger a young person
can face . It might destroy one 's life and maybe even take it away. Young people
especially those who are unemployed will tend to take up drugs if they are introduced
to it. Drug-taking will eventually need more money. The drug-addict has to have his
daily dose to satisfy his craving for it. If he is unable to have it, he will be in a
disillusioned state. So where does the money come from. Their only alternative is
either stealing from the family or robbing outsiders. This in turn might lead to murder
if they are stopped from getting what they want. A few years ago there was a case of a
young drug addict who killed his grandmother in a struggle to get money to satisfy his
craving for drugs. Drugs is such a thing that does not care what one is liable to do
under its influence."
